b. Jr. High Fests:  $3.50 
c. High School Festivals:  $12.00 ($7.00 to state, $5.00 to D3) 

 
iii. Hosts should use the district libraries as a resource when putting programs 

together.  Most of the libraries are online.  This is a great way to decrease 
the cost of the festivals. 

 
iv. The Song Fest library is in need of a new home.  Purchase Line has 

expressed interest.  Scott will contact them to confirm.

i. In light of budget concerns, there will be no effort to begin a Junior High 
District Chorus festival at this time. 

 
ii. A District 3 professional development day will be held on Saturday, 

November 19th from 9 a.m. until 4 p.m. at Redbank Valley High School.  
This conference is geared towards teachers of K-12 music.  Act 48 hours 
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will be awarded.  There will be NO COST to current District 3 members 
for attending the conference.  Chris Cohlhepp will send fliers to all 
schools in District 3 to advertise the event.  Information will also be 
posted online.  A nominal fee will be assessed for non-District 3 members 
who wish to attend the conference. 

a. Lisa Hummel made a motion to authorize the use of 
District 3 funds up to $500 to cover expenses exceeding the 
amount allocated from the state for the initial District 3 
Professional Development day.  Second by Jerry Rembold.

iv. Rich has asked us to include the D3 website in all e-mails that are sent out 
so that more members utilize the site.
